This man had heard a rumor that Jesus had left Judea 
and was heading to Galilee, and he came in desperation begging for Jesus’ help because his 
young son was near death. He was fearful that unless Jesus would go with him to Capernaum, 
his son would have no hope.

Jesus (interrupting him):  Go home. Your son will live. 
  
When he heard the voice of Jesus, faith took hold of him and he turned to go home. Before he 
reached his village, his servants met him on the road celebrating his son’s miraculous recovery.
